Participation is an important part of this class and is 

made up of the following: promptness to class, 

preparedness, respect, positive interaction, and 

daily work. Since we are working with the 

expression of our own ideas and opinions, some of 

which can be very personal, having a positive 

community atmosphere in an art classroom is vitally 

important.   

There will be a final for class, which may consist of 

discussion, writing and possibly presenting. 

You may redo any assignment if you are not happy 

with your results. Please talk to me first. 

I do offer Extra Credit. This will only be accepted on
